EFMP screening is coordinated through the local Army Medical EFMP office.
SM provides all medical and educational records to the Army Medical EFMP staff.

IMCOM-E MPB Family Travel Office sends travel request to
ERMC EFMP travel section for travel recommendation of FM(s).

ERMC EFMP travel section reviews all medical enrollments and sends
all educational enrollments to DoDDS-Europe POC for review.

ERMC EFMP travel section and DODDS-Europe send recommendation to
IMCOM-E MPB Family Travel office within 30 days (a list of locations that
can service needs of EFM is entered into Family Travel Database).
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Family travel can only be denied based on medical reasons.
ERMC EFMP and DoDDS-Europe makes recommendations to help
pinpoint placement of Service Member,

Family travel cannot be denied based on educational reasons alone.

SM receives orders.
